Consideration for Others

1. Players should not disturb
others’ play by moving, talking
or making unnecessary noise.

On the Putting Green

1. Players should not stand on
another player’s line of putt, or
when another player is making a
stroke, should not cast a shadow
over the line of putt.

2. Players should remain on or
close to the putting green until
all players in the group have
holed out, unless the group
is out of position with the
group in front.

All players should conduct themselves in a manner demonstrating courtesy and
sportsmanship at all times. Unacceptable behaviour includes:

* Throwing clubs

* Shouting, swearing or making unnecessary noise

* Damaging or littering the course
